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1. GAME OVERVIEW 

 
The Calgary Stampeders begin a string of three consecutive road games with a visit to Percival Molson 
Stadium and a matchup with the Montreal Alouettes. 
 
The Stamps and Alouettes occupy second place in their respective divisions heading into Week 17. Calgary 
(8-5) trails the first-place Saskatchewan Roughriders by four points in the West and leads Winnipeg and 
BC – co-holders of third spot – by two points with the Stamps holding a game in hand on both clubs. 
Montreal is four points back of East frontrunner Hamilton and four points ahead of third-place Toronto. 
 
Friday’s contest represents the second and final meeting of the 2025 regular season between the Stamps 
and Alouettes. Montreal was a 23-21 winner at McMahon Stadium in Week 8 thanks to a late 58-yard field 
goal by José Maltos Diaz. 
 
Calgary running back Dedrick Mills, who had a pair of rushing touchdowns in the first meeting with Montreal, 
needs 46 rushing yards to achieve the first 1,000-yard season of his career. He heads into Week 17 trailing 
BC’s James Butler by 35 yards for the league lead. 
 
The Stamps are coming off a 52-23 home-field loss to BC while the Alouettes were 21-19 winners in Toronto 
in Week 16 action. 
 
Calgary is 3-2 on the road this season and 2-3 against East Division opponents. Montreal is 2-5 at home 
and 3-5 against the West. 
 
The Stamps’ upcoming schedule features visits to Vancouver on Oct. 4 and to Hamilton on Oct. 11 before 
returning to McMahon Stadium on Oct. 18 to face the Toronto Argonauts. 
 

2. HISTORICAL NOTES 

 

• Today's game is the 1,308th regular-season game in Stampeders history. The Stamps have 712 

wins, 573 losses and 22 ties since 1945. Calgary has played 655 games at home, with a record 

of 414-230-11, and 652 games on the road (298-343-11) 

• This is the 88th all-time regular-season meeting between Calgary and Montreal. The Stampeders 

are 43-42-2 all-time against the Alouettes including a 15-27 mark in Montreal

the first CFL player this season to reach the 1,000 mark. The Stampeders have only had one 1,000-

yard rusher since 2017 as Ka’Deem Carey accumulated a league-leading 1,088 yards in 2022. 

Mills is on pace for 1,321 yards, which would be the highest total by a Stamp since Jon Cornish 

rushed 1,813 yards in 2013 

 

• Thunder from Down Under: Rookie punter Mark Vassett is making an impact in his first season 

with the Stampeders as he leads the CFL with a net punting average of 43.3 yards. One of seven 

Australians on the list of qualified punters in 2025, Vassett also has pinned the opposition inside its
